ow that you’ve taken your first step into the iOS world with multitouch
gestures, it’s time to learn how to navigate your device. We’ll go over where
your apps are stored, how to organise them, search for and delete them

The Home screen

When you first turn on your iPhone 5, you’re brought
to the Home screen. Here, you’ll see an assortment of
icons grouped into rows, and several more icons grouped
in the silver Dock along the bottom of the screen. The
Home screen is where your apps live, and where you can
launch them.

The Dock The silver translucent bar along the bottom
of your Home screen is called the Dock. If you’ve tried
swiping between app pages, you’ll notice the icons in the
Dock don’t change; the Dock is for the four apps used
most frequently.

Once it’s open, you can return to the
Home screen at any time by pressing the Home button.

Rearrange and delete apps To rearrange the order
of youricons, tap and hold any icon on the Home screen.
After a few seconds, all your app icons, including the one
you’re holding, will start to wiggle, and a small black X
will pop up in each icon’s top-left corner. Once they do
this, you can rearrange any apps on the Home screen, or
even drag them into or out of the Dock. Ifyou’ve installed
a third-party app you don’t want anymore, you can tap
the X to delete it (you cannot delete the apps that came
preinstalled on your device). When you're finished, press
the Home button, and your icons will stop wiggling and
stay in their new location

Use folders A folder is a group of apps, represented
by a single icon, on your Home screen. To create a folder,
start by pressing and holding your finger on any app icon
to enter edit mode; after the icons begin to wiggle, drag
an app on top of another app. When you release the
app, you'll create a folder, which will open and display
both apps. The iPhone will guess at a name for the folder
based on the types of apps, but you can change the
name of the folder by tapping on its name and editing
the text with the keyboard.

The multitasking bar Quickly double-press the
Home button and the Multitasking bar will appear below
the Dock. This displays the apps most recently run and
you can slide left and right. To switch to a different app,
tap its icon.

Multitasking shortcuts Swipe right on the
multitasking bar for further controls. On the iPhone or
iPod touch, you can lock your device’s orientation in
portrait mode and control the music currently playing on
your device.

Search in Spotlight

Swipe right on your Home screen until you reach
Spotlight. (Ifyou’re on the first Home screen page,
pressing your Home button also summons the Spotlight
screen.) To search, just type your query in the text box at
the top.

Using apps Tap and app to open it, and press the Home button
to return to the Home screen.

aking and answering phone calls on the iPhone is a piece of cake. There’s also plenty you

can do while on the phone to manage multiple calls or locate useful information. And if

you miss a call, the iPhone automatically creates a list of callers who you can then call
back at your convenience thanks to Visual Voicemail.

Receiving and returning calls

Slide the green arrow across the screen to unlock your phone and answer a call. If someone
calls when you’re using the iPhone you’ll instead see options to Answer or Decline the call.
Reply With Message option lets you acknowledge the caller if you can’t take the call. Remind
Me Later and the location or time-based Do Not Disturb feature that automatically sends calls to
voicemail are handy when you need to get stuff done or are travelling overseas and don’t want
mid-slumber interruptions.

Favorites and VIPs

Favorites lists your most frequently-called numbers and is the iPhone’s equivalent of speed
dialing. To designate a favorite, tap the + sign at the top of the Favorites screen. The iPhone 5 has
an override feature for VIPs - anyone such as your spouse, kids or boss you’ll always take calls from.

In-call options

Six buttons appear during phone calls: Mute, Keypad, Speaker, Add Call, FaceTime and Contacts.
Tapping the Mute button turns off your microphone; you’ll still be able to hear callers on the other
end of the line. Ifyou tap and hold the Mute button, you’ll put the caller on hold and mute both
ends of the conversation. Tap the Speaker button to put the call on speakerphone. You can use the
keypad while on a call to navigate phone trees or dial extensions. If you need to look up a number or
an address while on a call, tap Contacts to access your Address Book.You can have more than one
person on the call. Tap the Contacts button or the Add Call button to add another.

Recents

The Recent calls screen offers two views: All or Missed. Tap the blue arrow next to a caller’s name
to view the date and time the call was logged and the call duration.

new. FaceTime extends the concept of video chatting to

smartphones. You need a Wi-Fi or 3G cellular network
connection and for whoeveryou’re calling to have a FaceTime-
compatible device (an iPhone 4/4S oriPhone 5,a 2010 or later iPod
touch or a Mac with an iSight camera).

To initiate a FaceTime call, you can make a voice call as usual and
then switch over to a video chat by tapping the FaceTime button.
This appears where the Hold button usually does during phone calls.
(You'll still see Hold if you have the FaceTime feature disabled, or you
can bring it up by pressing and holding the Mute button).

A question mark appears if your iPhone isn’t sure that the
other party has FaceTime abilities. If they do, the recipient will be
presented with a screen allowing him or her to decide whether to
accept your FaceTime request. If they decline, you'll stay on the
phone sans video. If you accept it, FaceTime will launch and both
callers will appear onscreen.

All about iMessage

Unlike regular SMS text messaging, iMessage supports
niceties like delivery receipts (indicating that your message
has been delivered), read receipts (telling you your message
has been read) and live typing status (so you can know that
your friend is replying). Note, however, that by default, your
iOS device won’t tell your contact when you’ve read his/her
message; you must enable that manually.

Another improvement over standard text messaging
is that when you compose a message on the iPhone, EEE
{OS will automatically switch to the iMessage protocol -
ifyour recipient is also an iMessage user. For non-i0S
conversations it will default to regular old SMS.

You can spot iMessages from regular messages because
they appear with a blue background instead of the regular
green background. The great thing about iMessages is
that they don’t cost a penny to send, and they can also be
sent to people using an iPad (unlike an SMS which can only
be sent to an iPhone or other mobile phone). You may be
wondering if you need a mobile phone plan that includes

Tips and tricks that make using the iPhone keyboard easier

keyboard. In fact, there are lots of ways Apple ensures
touchscreen typing is a positive experience you’re coming from
a full-size computer keyboard or a thumb-based smartphone,
here are some ways to tap into the iPhone’s typing features.

Catch and release

To reject it, tap on the suggestion and it’ll
go away. Dismiss the iPhone’s suggestion for the same word
twice, and it’ll add the word you typed to its dictionary.

Zoom in

IF you discover a typo, it’s easy enough to fix. Tap on the

spot where you want the cursor to appear, and then tap on
backspace to clear your mistake. Controlling the cursor this way
can be challenging. For more precise results, tap and hold on
the text to make a magnifying loupe appear. As you drag the
loupe around, the text insertion point will follow it so you can
easily position the cursor exactly where you want.

Import contacts

iTunes, in addition to syncing calendars, apps and email accounts, can
also take care of your Contacts organisation. To sync your contacts, iTunes
will require you to connect specifically with one computer. Syncing is also
bi-directional — any changes made to a contact on your device will show up
on the computer the next time you connect the two, and vice versa.

Sync with the Mac

On the Mac, your device can sync contacts from OS X’s Address Book,
an online Yahoo Address Book or your Google contacts. The first time you
connect your phone to your Mac, iTunes will ask which contacts you want to
import.

Just how much more performance does the iPhone 5 pack? finds out

hen Tim Cook introduced the iPhone 5, he spoke of dual-core
processing, twice as much graphics power, 4G connectivity and
a significantly larger screen, all wrapped up in a thinner unibody
case. While some of the new technologies found in the iPhone 5
will bring performance improvements, others - such as multi-spectrum mobile
broadband and that 4.5in Retina display - will add to the strain placed upon it.

Like everyone else, we were keen to find out just how effect the hardware
choices Apple made when designing the iPhone 5 translated in terms of raw
performance and battery longevity. Powered by the new A6 processor, the
iPhone 5’s performance is pretty darn impressive when compared to the iPhone
4S, iPhone 4, third-generation iPad, and the iPad 2.

Starting with GeekBench, the iPhone 5 earned a score of 1623, more than
twice as fast as the third generation, A5X-powered iPad; 2.5 times higher than
the iPhone 4S with its A5 processor; and more than four times as fast as the
iPhone 4 with its A4 processor. In our Wi-Fi Page Load test, the iPhone 5 was 21
percent faster than the third-generation iPad, 23 percent faster than the iPhone
4S, and 32 percent faster than the iPhone 4. The iPhone 5 finished the SunSpider
0.9.7 JavaScript test in 0.92 seconds, just 64 percent of the time it took for the

Graphics were also much better than on older iPhones. Using GLBenchmark,
the iPhone 5, with frame rates of 147.3 on the Egypt Offscreen test and 253
frames per second on the Pro Offscreen tests, was a little more than twice
as fast as the iPhone 4S. The iPhone 5 was 17 percent faster than the third-
generation iPad on the Egypt test and 6 percent faster on the Pro Offscreen
test. The iPhone 4 only managed 11 frames per second on the Egypt test and 17
frames persecond in
the Pro test.

In the WebVizBench
HTML 5 tests, the new
iPhone was 68.5 percent
faster than the third-
generation iPad, three
times faster than the 4S and five times faster than the iPhone 4.

Battery test
Given some of the iPhone 5’s improvements, it was unlikely the new phone’s
battery could match, much less exceed, its predecessor’s. In fact, it comes close.

Apple claimed the iPhone 5 would deliver “up to 10 hours” of video playback
on asingle charge - the same as the 4S. To test this, we ran it through our
standard battery test then compared the result to those of the iPhone 4S, and
iPhone 4. We also compared it to the third-generation iPad and iPad 2.

We updated the older devices to iOS 6, took a luminance meter and set the
screens of each device to 200 nits. We turned off Auto-Brightness and put
each iDevice into Airplane mode. Lastly, we set the volume two clicks up from
its lowest setting. With the same 120-minute video playing at fullscreen on
repeat, we timed each device to see how long it took to drain the battery and
power off.

Simply put, the iPhone 5 did not last as long as the iPhone 4S or 4. It lasted
8 hours and 21 minutes - about 6 percent less than the iPhone 4S and about 4
percent less than the iPhone 4. Compared to the two current iPads (which have
much bigger batteries), the iPhone 5 lasted 27.5 percent less time than the iPad
2 and 17 percent less than the third generation iPad.

glance this would seem great. 4G is one better than 3G, right? But it’s
not as simple as all that.

LTE is an early version of fourth-generation (4G) cellular technology. So
early, in fact, that the 4G LTE network isn’t available at the time the iPhone
5 went on sale in the UK.

Given that, you might be wondering why Apple has gone with 4G for its
new iPhone. While it does seem a tad early,

LTE in the UK

The UKis in the slow lane when it comes to upgrading our mobile
network. As Apple’s excitement about LTE 4G would suggest, the standard’s
already in use in the US. And it’s not just the United States that’s beaten us
to this one. Germany, Sweden, France and Italy are all ahead of us in the 4G
stakes. It’s kind of embarrassing really.

Telecoms watchdog Ofcom is supposed to be auctioning off chunks
of radio spectrum (the 800MHz and 2.6GHz frequencies) that will support
the 4G services. This auction had been planned for early 2012, following
consultations during 2011, but Ofcom has delayed the auction due to:
“Substantial and strongly argued responses to this consultation”. It doesn’t
matter when Ofcom gives the auction the go-ahead, the frequencies being
auctioned won’t be available until next year —yes, 2013.

Apple does include the 1800MHz band for LTE in two of the iPhone 5
models, which could provide for LTE use in some parts of Europe, Marshall
said. This set of frequencies, also called Band 3, is used by about 25 percent
of LTE operators worldwide, according to Tolaga.

This is one of the LTE bands that wasn’t included in the iPad 3 launched
earlier this year, a shortcoming that led to legal action in Australia over
Apple advertising the tablet as supporting “4G.” The company dropped
that claim from its advertising in Australia after the country’s competition
agency took Apple to court.

This autumn the UK’s largest operator Everything Everywhere (EE) began
live testing its 4G network, which will be delivered using spectrum in the
1800MHz band.

In September, EE was forced to sell 2x15MHz of its 1800MHz spectrum
to the UK’s smallest operator Three, as part of the terms of the merger of
T-Mobile and Orange in 2010. However, Three has not yet announced any
plans to launch a 4G network in this band.

Will my new iPad also get LTE?

No, is the short answer. The new iPad doesn’t support the 1800MHz
spectrum. EE uses the 1800MHz spectrum for its 4G while the latest iPad,
uses 700MHz and 2100MHz so won’t be compatible.

What's so great about LTE anyway?

The more data that can be carried over a given allotment of spectrum,
the more customers a carrier can serve in a given area covered by a base
station, and the more revenue (and, one expects, profit) it can generate. So
it’s good for carriers.

The technology also reduces latency,
which is the lag time usually measured as
being the time from initiating a request to a

about turning on a tap and waiting for the
water to flow (latency) compared to the
volume that comes out (throughput). The latency on 3G networks is like an
old pump well which you have to prime to start the flow. On an LTE network,
it’s the convenience of pressurised indoor plumbing. Less latency means
better buffering, quicker starts, and less choppiness for streaming video and
less stuttering for Internet telephony calls. LTE’s latency can be as low as
wired broadband.

LTE is also much more flexible than the two dominant 3G standards
that are part of CDMA and GSM networks. Those standards work with
fixed channel widths, measured in megahertz. If a carrier can only obtain
licences in a given geographical area or even an entire country for ranges of
frequencies that don’t precisely match up with those fixed widths, it can’t
make use of 3G or use it efficiently. But with LTE, carriers can use slices of
1.4,3,5,10, 15, and 20MHz.

LTE has yet another trick up its sleeve: the use of multiple antennas with
multiple-in, multiple-out (MIMO) technology. This lets LTE use different
amounts of signal power to transmit each data stream. The multiple
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antennas on the receiver let it interpret the transmission distinctly

from others passing in the same space. The result is that MIMO lets carriers
double up (and, in the future, even octuple up) the throughput capabilities
of the network.

Faster than ever

In the Macworld offices in downtown San Francisco we were able to
measure download speeds of 20Mbps on AT&T and 23Mbps on Verizon.
Upload speeds were 17Mbps (AT&T) and 14MBps (Verizon). Compare this
to the 4Mbps downloads and 0.3MBps uploads | saw on AT&T’s older GSM
network. Downloads that are five times faster? Not bad.

How’s that stack up to the UK? On the iPhone 5 with the DC-HSDPA
network we managed to get a 13MB download connection with regular
download speeds between 7 and 1T0MBs and between 2 and 5 MBPs upload.
All on the Three network.

So with a decent connection in the UKyou don’t need to cry too much
about not having 4G just yet. But speed isn’t the best part of LTE. It won’t
be just faster; it will remain faster, in a consistent and reliable fashion, a
greater portion of the time than 3G. The iPhone 5can access all of the
following kinds of networks:

«  EV-DO =3.1Mbit/s

«  HSPA7.2=7.2Mbit/s
«  HSPA+=21Mbit/s

«  DC-HSDPA = 42Mbp/s
«  LTE4G=73Mbp/s

Where you might have coverage gaps, high congestion with other users in
the same mobile cell in a city (or even a small town with few base stations),
or a huge variation in speed, it’s likely that LTE will smooth all that out.
Carriers will have a much larger pool of bandwidth that the technology lets
them to divide it up more precisely among users trying to gain access.

lthough the iPhone 5 sports a faster processor and an upgraded
camera, the feature that everyone will be talking about is Siri. It
replaces the Voice Control feature introduced with the iPhone 3GS,
and enables you to speak commands to your phone and have it do your
bidding. You even activate Siri the same way as you did Voice Control: by
holding down the home button on the iPhone itself, or by holding down
the control button on your wired or wireless headset. (The iPhone’s voice-
recognition feature works by recording your voice and sending it to a server
that interprets what you’ve said and returns plain text. If you don’t have an
Internet connection, Siri won’t work.) ,

It also

works pretty well with a range of accents, and has American, British, and

Australian settings, as well as French, German, Italian, Spanish and more.
The program is also more comprehensive than Voice Control ever was.

In addition to the Phone and Music apps, it’s tied in to Messages, Calendar,

Reminders, Maps, Mail, Weather, Stocks, Clock, Contacts, Notes, and Safari.

It’s also linked to Wolfram Alpha, the “computational knowledge engine”

that can provide answers to numerous factual questions, and Yelp, the

directory of local businesses. And when all else fails, Siri will usually suggest

that it perform a Web search for you.

Speaking your language
In a rare move for Apple, the company officially dubbed Siri a
“beta”- suggesting that it’s in a not-quite-finished state. The truth is that
once you start using it in earnest, you’ll soon discover where its boundaries
are. It's great at working with text messages, but not with email. It knows a
lot about weather and restaurants in the US, but nothing about movie times.
In the UK it is now also hooked-up to the Maps application, so it can
locate businesses, movie times, restaurants, bars, or most of the other
information that was previously only available to US customers.

The company has said that understanding the words you say is the easy
part, and that Siri’s true genius is in figuring out what you want when you
say those words and getting you the answer. If that’s true, Siri needs to be
tied in to many more information sources and apps.

There are two scenarios in which Siri truly excels. The first of those is
when you’re in a hands-free scenario, mostly likely when driving a car.
(The iPhone knows when you’re in a hands-free situation and becomes
more chatty, reading text aloud that it might not if it knows you’re holding
it in your hand.) When you get a text message, you can instruct Siri to
read the message, and it will. You can then tell it to reply to the message,
dictate the entire message, have Siri read it back to you to confirm that it
makes sense, and then send it.

It’s a major step forward, though there are gaps. Siri can tell you that
you have new email, and you can use it to send emails, but it won’t read
your emails to you. (It’ll only read text messages aloud.) And while iOS has
the nifty Notification Center, which gives you granular control over how
different apps notify you about what’s going on, there’s no option to read
alerts out loud when you’re in hands-free mode. A missed opportunity.

Talking clocks

If you aren’t driving, Siri can still be useful. In fact, the feature
proves that some tasks can be done much faster through speech than
through clicking, tapping, and swiping. It’s much easier to set an alarm or
timer using Siri than it is to unlock your phone, find the Clock app, and tap
within the app. Just say, “set a timer for three minutes,” and your phone
begins to count down until your tea is ready. “Set an alarm for 5am” does
what you’d expect, instantly. “Remind me to record my favourite show”
and “Note that | need to take my suit to the cleaners” work, too. These
are short bursts of data input that can be handled quickly by voice, and
we’ve found they work well.

Apple’s integration of Wolfram Alpha with Siri is a smart move. If
you need answers to factual questions, such as the speed of light or the
number of days until Christmas, the answer engine can provide the solution
Unfortunately, Wolfram Alpha’s results come in the form of images, not
text, so Siri can’t actually read you out the reply. We were also disappointed
that when Siri gives up and searches the Internet, it wouldn’t walk us
through the search results and read their summaries. Most of the answers
were in the first few search results summaries, but if we were driving they’d
be no good.

Personal dictation

While Siri gets the bulk of the iPhone feature hype, another
speech-related technology may prove to be more important and a bigger
boost to users’ productivity. On the keyboard you’ll see a new button in the
bottom row, to the left of the spacebar, with the image of a microphone
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Dictation The iPhone can convert what you say into
messages and written text in any app

on it. Tap this button and the iPhone will transcribe whatever
you say. It sends the results over the Internet to a server

Speech-recognition powerhouse Nuance has offered this
feature in an iOS app, Dragon Dictation, for some time now,
but being able to input text by voice in any iOS app, rather than
just Nuance’s, is a big step forward. However, the existence of
Dragon’s app makes us wonder why this is apparently an iPhone
4S and iPhone 5-only feature. Older iPhones could run Dragon’s
app just fine. And, come to think of it, Siri was an iOS app before
it was acquired by Apple.

Still, if you have an iPhone 4S or iPhone 5 with Siri support,
you’ll really enjoy talking to your phone. It’s by no means
perfect, and occasionally it can miss-translate what you’re saying, either
transcribing the wrong message or finding the wrong result from Contacts.
But it gets better the more you use it, and now that it has business, sports
and Maps support in the UK, you'll find yourself using it a lot more. And it’s
fun! Siri is one of the most entertaining aspects of the iPhone, so be sure to
hold down the button and try it out.

Twitter, along with Facebook, is one of the few external services that
has seen deep iOS integration. You can enter your Twitter username
and password to send locations data and pictures to the social
networking site. You don’t even need to download a Twitter client from
the App Store get tweeting your pictures and locations.

Setting up Twitter integration is very simple. You can use an account
that you already have or create a brand new one. In addition you can
also use multiple accounts. So, if you have personal and business
accounts you can tweet to both and keep your personal and private
accounts separate.

The Twitter integration is fully complete and you can use Siri to send
a tweet, share pages in Safari via Twitter, and tweet right from the
Notifcation Centre. Your Twitter account is connected to the Settings
of the iPhone itself.

The advantage of having Twitter built right into the system is that
other apps will be able to integrate your account much more easily.

Now that Twitter has been integrated into the system setting of
i0S, you can combine Twitter friends with your contacts. This means
that your iPhone can search through your Twitter friends and where
they match people in your address book, automatically add their
Twitter username to the Contacts app. As well as this, your iPhone
will drag across your friends’ avatars, so there’s consistency across
social media and contacts apps. This also means that when they
change their picture, this is reflected in your Contacts app.

The other advantage to this close integration is that you can
tweet your friends directly from the Contacts app. Simply find the
person you want to send a message to and tap on their Twitter
username. As you might expect, you can add location data and
photos to the tweet before you send it.

Here we’ll show you how to take your Contacts and Twitter
accounts, and scan your Twitter friends to see if they are also in
your address book. The ones that are can easily be merged to show
their Twitter information in their Contacts entry. And all this only

takes a few simple taps.

When Apple unveiled the iPhone 5, certain people
were disappointed to discover it lacked NFC

ontactless payments and ticketing are currently pretty niche. The
NFC (Near Field Communication) industry hoped Apple would give
the technology a shot in the arm by including it on the iPhone, in
much the same way as it has for voice-recognition. Despite strong
rumours, NFC was a no-show on last year’s iPhone 4S. And NFC industry
hopes were once again dashed by the non-appearance of such support on
the iPhone 5 (http:/bit.ly/0JmQoB).
Asked why, Apple’s marketing chief, Phil Schiller told All Things
Digital to look at Apple’s Passbook system, saying, “Passbook does the
kinds of things customers need
today”. That may suggest there’s

But
customers need today” - Phil Schiller ;s kel Applowon't add
NFC at all. In fact, we can think of
a number of reasons why the
technology failed to make an appearance in the iPhone 5 —and why
it never will (http://bitly/0JmQoB).

Adding an NFC radio would demand more battery power.

Apple wants to boost battery life; not zap it. NFC is a fragmented
standard hobbled by different implementations in different
countries and by varied operators.

You'll find NFC on the latest Google Android handsets, yet it’s
hardly seen as a must-have, defining feature. Besides, Google’s
investment in NFC hasn’t paid off as yet. Why would Apple follow?

Few merchants are geared up for the tech either.

In any case, there’s some way to go before NFC becomes a
must-have feature. Security concerns about safe use of the tech
deter a third of would-be users (http://bitly/Kpayl0).

There’s also a cost issue. A percentage of every transaction goes
to the NFC service/payments provider, in this case, Apple. Such fees
are never popular.

But perhaps the biggest issue is that Apple has options beyond
NFC. The iPhone’s support for Bluetooth 4.0 opens doors to
payment systems based on that technology.

So one day you may be able to use your iPhone 5 to tap and pay
for goods in stores, just like a credit card. But not today.
